A Baltic settlement from the 1st century BC,
the highest castle mound on the right bank
of the Daugava, at its foot was ancient settle-
ment site with an ancient church. There was
a harbour at the mouth of the ASkere River.
The Livs and the Latgalians of the Daugava
River lived together in the foothills of the
hillfort. From the top of the hillfort (on the

A side) you enter the Spidala /ASkere trail.

Great-Master Laimdots Marnieks and Uldis
Zemzars panno “Midsummer Night” consists
of six parts- two 2,5 m x 2 m and four 2,5

m x 4 m. The work was painted in 1958.

In 1961, when the building of the Latvian
Agricultural Research Institute was built and
opened in Skriveri, the painting was exposed
in the institute hall. Institute kept one of the
panoramic parts. The other five parts were
given to the Skriveri Culture Centre.

16. Moss Trail and Lucky Bear’s Trail
The 800 metre long Lucky Bear's trail
circles the entire Kalnamuiza lake.Here you
can observe the principles of M. von Sivers,
the lake's creator. There are two artificial
islands in the lake, which can be reached by
bridges. In the evening hours, the lighting
of the islands and the lake surroundings is
switched on. LVM has created a gazebo and
a fireplace with a barbecue on the shore

of the lake. The other 800 metre long trail,
the Moss Trail, which is associated with

the work “The Boys of Moss Village” by A.
Upitis, also invites visitors to go for walks.
Walking along the trail, you can see the
figures of the people of Moss village made
of wood. At the beginning and the end of
the trail there is KalnamuiZa Lake, which is
called Round Lake in the story by A. Upitis.

At the top of the Sprudu Hill (opposite the
Skriveri Food factory) there is an oak-tree-
a great oak, discovered in 1976 by the poet
Imants Ziedonis, and given the name of
Great Andrew in 1977, in honour of the hun-
dredth birthday of Andrejs Upits. A beautiful
view of Divaja valley, Jaunjelgava and the
nature park Daugava Valley opens from the
Great Oak platform.

People used to offer first-fruits grain, ears,
butter, milk, money to the stone in order to
obtain blessings for their homesteads and
fields. The water that accumulated in the
hollow of the mulda was used for healing.

An almost 2 km long bulkhead protects
Plavinas from the spring high waters. The
bulkhead has become a popular resting
place, where during the walk you can see
the model of the Daugava raft and get ac-
quainted with the history of Loreleja Cliff.

The stone is considered to be one of the four
boundary-marks of Lokstene with a carved
coats of arms of the Archbishop of Riga and
his vassal Vrangelis (not earlier than the 14th
century).

58. Swedish Fortification

Only remains of the ramparts and bastions
have survived from the Swedish fortification
built in the 17th century. The one in Gostini is
one of the most impressive fortifications in
Latvia. Looking at fortification, it is possible
to walk through Friendship Park.

59. Skanstupite Top Waterfall
Skanstupite or Aizmata is a tributary to
the right coast of Daugava. Around 200

m from Skanstupites entry in Daugava

60. Gostini Cultural History Park

The historical research of Gostini has
resulted in the creation of a park with seven
memorial sites dedicated to the historical
names of Gostini in different time periods:
Evestmunde, Glazmanka, Trentelbergis,
Zarnu miests and Zidu miests, Dankeri, and
Gostini. Each of the sites has an information
stand with facts and photographs.

61. Odziena Castle

The mid-19th century Odziena Castle is one
of the most noteworthy Neo-Gothic style
monuments in the Baltics, which is expe-
riencing a slow revival. One of the wings of
the castle already houses five celebratory
halls. Two buildings are used for economic
activity: the ancient Tavern inn offers both
catering and room rental, while the beer
and kvass in high demand in pubs around
Latvia are made at Castle brewery. An op-
portunity to book excursions in the manor
ensemble and Castle brewery. The Odziena
Manor is home to an impressive collec-
tion of Soviet-era cars and machinery. This
collection includes more than 20 Soviet-era
cars, motorcycles, cameras, radios, home
appliances and even a formula race car!

is now paved. Mass is held there on the first

Sunday of every month.
